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Abstract:

Key in tracking and tracing cases during this pandemic
to beat the coronavirus and negatively with the conflicting need to protect
individual privacy; In this regard, the technical, organizational, legal, ethical,
health and other challenges that must be managed when using digital tools in
response to - COVID-19 - require a team of experts and legal experts in
order to establish guiding ethical principles, in addition to ensuring
compliance with basic rights and applicable legal standards, In compliance
with value commitments and guidelines in overcoming tensions or conflicts
between values.

And as the current crisis gives way to long-term policies and public
health practices, governments will need to build confidence in Al to ensure
that future protections are deployed and maintained; So much so, that the
political decision depends on the core conditions of each crisis, which is
constantly evolving and requires rapid intervention to continuously adapt to
the developments of the epidemic, but a problem: the algorithms, they are
