Phonetic concepts and teaching techniques for the pharyngeal and
pharyngealized sounds

Abstract:This study focuses on teaching the pharyngea and

pharyngealized standard Arabic sounds for those who learn Arabic as a
second language. Non-native Arabic speakers face a problem in auditory-
discriminating and producing the pharyngeal and pharygealized sounds
compared to the sounds that are adjacent in their manner and place of

articulation. The pharyngeal sounds in Arabic are / §, h /, and the
pharyngealized sounds (emphatic- sounds) are/ d, t, s, 0 /.

This study addresses two main aspects. First: Showing the phonetic features
that make these sounds difficult, and tracing the phonetic phonological
reasons for substituting these sounds with other specific sounds. Second:
Shedding the light on several techniques in facilitating teaching Arabic for
non- Arabic speakers and how to overcome the organic- phonetic, and
intellectual- cognitive levels.
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
