The employment of women: their respect in Islam versus
falsehood and liberalization campaigners
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Abstract: Feminist campaigners make doubts about Muslim women
issues in general and their work outside homes in particular. They
claim that women- through employment- can contribute with men to
the prosperity and development of their societies. They also claim that
work can help women in strengthening their personalities whereas
staying at home can waste their energy and demean them.

This paper aims at refuting such falsehoods to prove that women
should work at homes as mothers and wives, the purpose for which
they were created. It further suggests that work outside homes can
cost a lot of efforts and difficulties. In addition to the fatigue women
can have from work, they might face unbearable responsibilities
because they have to care for their homes and children. They hardly
have time to carry out their household responsibilities.

The paper also states that women who have to work must do so by
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fulfilling the certain conditions. These conditions include— but are not
exclusive to— suitability of work to their nature, work should not stop
them from practicing their roles as mothers Women should observe
the rules that Allah prescribed upon Muslim women who wish to go
out.
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
