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Abstract

The aim of this study - as its title hinted - was to reveal to which
extent the pupils would be benefited from studying English at primary
school. This had been known by evaluating their achievement in the
following skills: grammar, vocabulary, listening, speaking ,writing , and
reading .Also, it aimed to reveal if there were statically significant
differences in each of the previous skills between pupils who started
studying English at first primary grade private schools and pupils who
started studying English at sixth grade local schools .

To accomplish the purposes of the study and answer its hypothesis,
researcher made a test consisting of six questions and 50 items , the full
mark was 50.1t was applied to the study sample at the first semester of the
scholastic year 1426 .

The sample of the study contained 603 pupils from both private and
local schools.

Analyzing the received data by using T- test ,researcher concluded
the following results :

1- There are statically significant differences at level (0.001) in
Vocabulary, Grammar, Writing, Listening ,Speaking and Reading between
the mean grade of pupils who started studying English at first primary
grade, and those who started at sixth grade, in favour of the first group.

2- There are statically significant differences at level(0.001) in the whole
mark of all the previous skills between the mean grade of pupils who
started studying English at first primary grade, and those who started at
sixth grade, in favour of the first group.

3- This study revealed that the pupils of the two groups benefited from
studying English at primary school.

Thus, researcher recommended that :

1- Teaching English at primary school should be started from the fourth
grade in order to give students plenty of time to successfully understand
and use every skill due to their psychological and biological nature .

2- There should be a special guide book for English teachers helping them
to achieve the demanded goals for skills using suitable media and methods
3-  Supervisors of English should do continuing in-service and pre-
service programs for English teachers at primary schools helping them to
know the suitable methods ,evaluation and measurement instruments.
