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Abstract
The impact of using advance organizers on female pupils' achievement in
Geography

The study aims at identifying the impact of using advance organizers on female pupils' in
geography curriculum for the first intermediate schools.

e research question is " what is the impact of using advance organizers on female students'
achievement in geography curriculum compared with the subject matter anticipated by traditional
introduction?".

To answer this question ,the teacher put the following hypothesizes.
1.there are no difference with statistical denotation between the mean scores of the experimental
group and the mean scores of the control group at the level of memory after the adjustment of the

The researcher uses the experimental-like approach. The sample consists of 50 female pupils
taken randomly from 36 selected intermediates schools. The experimental group consists of 22
pupils while the control group consists of 28 pupils. After applying the pretest and the posttest on the
two groups and using the contrast analysis (ANACOVA) as a statistical method, the researcher
concluded the following results:

4.experimental studies about the use of advance organizers in teaching religious sciences and Arabic
language should be performed.
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
