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Abstract

The level of hygienic awareness of second level secondary school students

and its relation with their hygienic attitudes in Al-Madina Al- Monawra
The purpose of this study isto define the level of hygienic awareness that constituted for
second level secondary school studentsin Al-Medina Al- Monawara and to define the
nature of the relation between this awareness and students hygienic attitudes. To achieve
this purpose, the researcher has used the descriptive approach, where he has selected some
hygienic topics from the biology book of the second level of secondary school to know
their effects on earning both awareness and hygienic attitudes. The researcher has designed
two tools for this study: collecting test and hygienic attitudes measure. These tools have
been applied on a sample of 83 students from the second level of secondary school and to
analyze the data, the researcher has used some statistical tools: Average, Standard
Deviation, Percentage and Pearson Link Factor. After data analysis, the researcher has
achieved following results:

The level of the hygienic awareness of students is a little pit low, where it
was approaching to the educational acceptable level (75.8%0).

Hygienic attitudes of students were generally positive, where they were
concentrated at the level of ( 85 - 119) and they passed the educational acceptable
level (82.1%).

The relation between the hygienic information and constituted attitudes
was positive but weak where the value of the Pearson factor was (0.172).

Depending on these results, the researcher has presented following recommendations:

The need to revise hygienic continents of the biology book of the secondary
school and revolve information to mach students needs.

Introduce independent courses related to hygienic education include
different hygienic subjects aim to generalize the hygienic awareness between students.

Finally, the researcher suggests making more studies (similar to this one) for different
education levels for boys and girls students, also make studies about the hygienic behavior
of studentsin all education levels.
